The Fellows program provides opportunities for outstanding high school 
teachers to participate in COSMOS.  Each Fellow is linked with university 
faculty members who are teaching a course at COSMOS.  During the four 
week program, Fellows serve 
as a liaison between students 
and university faculty by 
providing pedagogical 
guidance as needed.  Fellows 
participate in course delivery, 
laboratory work, and field trips.  
Fellows are also responsible 
for conducting a “Writing and 
Communications” course 2x 
per week.  They may also be 
called upon to provide 
supplemental instruction, to 
mentor individual students, and 
to supervise course projects.
